Annual Membership/ Registration Fee: Membership is $45 per family, registration per
child is $30. These fees are waived if the family qualifies for subsidy from Child Care
Council.

Notice of Withdrawal: Please give the director 2 weeks’ notice of a child’s withdrawal
from care in writing.

Returned Check Fee: $30 per returned check
Late Fee: $25 will be assessed if payments are later than one week.

10 Hour Limit Fee: An additional charge of $10.00 will be added for every 15 minutes (or
part thereof) over ten hours of care for one day. This fee will not be covered by subsidy.

After Closing Fee: A fee of $10.00 for every 15 minutes (or part thereof) will be charged
after 5:30. This fee will not be covered by subsidy.

Preschool Program, ages 3-5

The preschool program is appropriate for children ages 3-5 and is open from
7:00am until 5:30pm.

Universal Pre-kindergarten Program, ages 4-5

Our pre-kindergarten program serves children living in the Elmira City School
District who will be four years old on or before December 1 of that school year.

We follow the school district curriculum and provide the same school readiness
activities that the preschool program teaches. The program runs from 8:30am




until 1:15 pm on Mondays, and 2:00 pm on Tuesdays through Fridays. It follows
the school district calendar for holidays, summer vacation, and snow days.

The first several slots in the program are free to those who enroll with the school
district. Children who meet the age requirement can participate in this program
for the preschool program rates (see above chart) if all of the free slots have
been taken. Only full time participants will be accepted into the pre-
kindergarten program. To determine your child’s eligibility, please call the

YWCA at 733-5575.

Wraparound care is available before and after school, on holidays, and in

summer.
